receive a bursary payment at £60 per month for full attendance. As part of the 
course, you spend 3 days a week in a work experience placement of your

Employability is a series of units related to 

employment – There is no examination, if you complete the course you will 
receive a certificate. You may be offered employment within the 6 month 

period in which case you can move onto employment and an apprenticeship.
