HUMANITIES
Art History

knowledge of world civilisations. The visual and analytical skills that can be applied in 
many walks of life and the tools to understand how images and objects work to shape 
our social and political identities.

Economics

SCIENCE
Biology

Perhaps you are interested in conservation and would like to know more about 
how we can help conserve some of the worlds best-loved creatures. If this sounds like 
you, then come and join with likeminded people by choosing Environmental Science.

Philosophy

How do we know we’re not just a brain in a vat? How do we know we’re not living in a 
simulation like The Matrix? What’s the difference between belief and knowledge? Focus 
on the benefits of thinking and questioning without expecting definite answers. Learn to 
build and evaluate arguments and explore a range of key concepts in philosophy.

Physics

During our Physics taster you’ll get involved with an interactive demonstration of how 
physics is used in real life.

Psychology

Why do we behave the way we do? Psychology is the study of mind and behaviour and 
aims to answer this question.
